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Hello W2D2 participants, 
 
I’m sorry to send this so late in the day – it has been busy! There are a few last-minute items of 
importance.  
 
First, several teachers have asked about assignment of datasets. Last year, we assigned them from 
W2D2 central; this year we have returned to relying on the teachers as we did before 2020. You  pick 
the datasets you want! Here is how: 

1. Open the Worldwide Google Sheet and your event display (HYPATIA-w2d2 for ATLAS or iSpy-
w2d2 for CMS). 

2. Compare the events that are available in the event display to those already chosen in the ATLAS 
or CMS tab of the spreadsheet. Chose a sufficient number of data groups (one data group for 
two students is normal) for your class that are less used than others. There will be overlap so do 
not worry too much about that. 

3. Record your school information and your chosen data groups in the spreadsheet. 
 
Some teachers have contacted me with questions about choosing ATLAS events. The HYPATIA-w2d2 
event display was upgraded to make data selection easier – which it does – but is a change from even 
what we were using last week. There is no more choosing from “Group_3A” to find “4000_events” – 
that is done for you and so now you only need to pick your data group from one pull-down and 
individual events from another, as seen here:

When recording the events you plan to use, instead of something like “4000 events: from 60event001  
to 65event050” you can just type “60-65”. If your data information is already entered, you can leave it as 
it is – no worries.
